Hello Fellow Members, 

I am happy to be with you today.  I hope each and every one of you is doing well. 

Our current accounting balance is $3,856.78.  This is $1,401.76 above our prudent reserve.  I have included 
a copy of the November bank statement; I did not have an opportunity to go to the bank and get a current 
Transaction History.  Our bank statement balance as of November 30th was $5,961.99.  When looking at it 
versus our accounting balance, be aware that there are two checks that have not cleared totaling $2,015.50 
(one to Showme RSO and the other to Pigeon River Clubhouse).  If you balance those out, the bank balance 
would be $3,946.49. 

Please note the donation we made to the Region in the amount of $1,425.60.  I am following our By-laws in 
making our donation.  I heard some discontent during, and following, our last meeting about the amount of 
funds we are holding on to.  It is not up to me, or anyone else serving the Area, to decide the amount of our 
contribution to the Region: I just calculate the amount to be donated.  The decision is the Home Group 
Members, and they communicate their direction through our By-laws.  The Administrative Committee does 
not make these decisions.  Please be aware of this fact. 

I have gone back through our minutes and I could not find the outcome of a motion the Happy Hour Group 
made to raise our operating budget for Meeting Schedules from $50.00 a month to $75.00 a month.  I want 
to keep the line items current and correct for our budget.  Could someone let me know if that motion was 
ever called to a vote?  And if so, what was the outcome?  We regularly run above the $50.00 allocation for 
the printing of the schedules and if we are operating outside our budget I just want everyone to be aware of 
it.  I am not bringing this up because I feel we are paying too much, because I don’t.  I am just bringing up 
a House Keeping issue. 

I regret to say I have not done much work with our past financial records.  My job is always very 
demanding of me during the last couple of months of the year.  None the less, I still hope to have them 
organized so that they can be presented to the ASC Officers to perform an audit by the end of January.  I 
spoke with David yesterday and let him know that I would appreciate his help on this task.  We plan to 
spend some time on them the first week (or so) of January. 

I will have the issue with Bell South regarding the late fees on our bill cleared up by the end of this week.  I 
will be paying the fees out of my own pocket as I feel personally responsible for not addressing the 
discrepancy sooner and it should not be a cost the Area should have to pay.

Motion #1 made by:  Hugs Not Drugs 
 Motion 2nd by Little River Group 
 MOTION:  To change the section under MOTIONS, VOTING PROCEDURES & OPERATION, 
paragraph 7.  Procedures, sub-paragraph b, from “The ASC will take 1/3 (33%) of our month end balance 
and set aside to give on a bimonthly basis with our RCM to the Regional Service Committee meeting, but 
at no time can this bring our balance below our Prudent Reserve.”  to “When the funds of the ASC are 
above the Prudent Reserve the ASC will make a donation to the Regional Service Committee (RSC).  This 
donation will be based on the month ending balance two months prior to the RSC Meeting, and be 
delivered by the RCM (ex: if the RSC meets February 5th, the donation will be based on the ending balance 
reported from the December meeting).  The donation will be 1/3 of the amount above the Prudent Reserve, 
or the amount that would bring the Area’s account down to $300.00 above the Prudent Reserve plus.  A 
part of the donation could bypass the Region and be send directly to the World Service Office.”  
 
 
 Intent: This motion does four things:  it corrects a circular accounting error, simplifies how the 
donation is to be calculated, provides a ceiling on the amount of money this body maintains, and allows for 
a donation to be sent to the World.   
The way this section currently reads could be referred to as a circular error.  By taking 1/3 from the current 
month ending balance you just changed the current month’s balance.  It is not a clean accounting practice.  
It is better to base the calculation off a previous month’s ending balance and show it as an expense on the 
next month’s report.  Also, this gives clear guidance that the Area’s account should not be greater than 



$300.00 above the Prudent Reserve.  As subcommittees’  needs grow their budgetary reserves will grow 
with them; thereby increasing our Prudent Reserves. 
Another advantage with this wording is that when we, and our Region, are meeting our financial 
responsibilities we can decide to take the suggestion from A Guide to Local Services and make a donation 
directly to the World Service Office.  Currently, we do not have this option.  Once we have taken care of 
our own backyard we can give to the World.
