Regional Delegate Report 
 
The RD and RDA attended the World Service Conference in Woodland Hills CA April 23-29. 
 
Narcotics Anonymous Wor ld Service Summary 
 
NA is spoken in 65 languages but only printed in 25.  Everything that’s translated must then be translated 
back into English to ensure that the concept was not lost.  During the last two years 55 pieces of literature 
have been translated. It is a long process. 
 
Wor ld Pool   There are 788 members in the world pool 174 non-US members and 614 US members.  The 
world pool is a collection of people just like us who have volunteered their time to work on projects for 
NA. Anyone can submit a world pool form to offer his or her services. 
 
IRAN 
 
Several years ago the first NA convention was held in IRAN.  There were over 25,000 members with 2500 
meetings in the country.  Men with clean time sometimes are sponsoring 125 men. In eight months 51,000 
basic texts and 1.1 million IPs were distributed.  Now there are 4500 meeetings and 50,000 members.   
 
The RD spoke to NAWS about the issue of the using unapproved material in meetings within the Smoky 
Mountain Area.  The response was that the understanding fellowship wide is that the 5th edition of the basic 
text and conference-approved material are the only things that should be read at meetings.
